Subject area: Letters (K)

Grade Range: Pre-School

Materials needed: a “K” worksheet, paper kites for the kids to cut out and decorate crayons/markers/colored Pencils, objects that start with the letter “K,” and a bag to hold them.

Lesson Goals/Specific Learner objectives: 
· Using lines the preschoolers will be able to write and identify an upper case “K.” 
· Students will be able to demonstrate the “K” sound and words that start with the letter “K” working in a group and independently 
Instructional Strategy: Lecturing, Discussion, Write/Independent Practice.

Process Skills: The students will learn the how to write, usage, and sound of the letter    “K.” They will also be able to identify words that start with the letter “K.” They are also expressing their creativity by decorating their kites. 
Course and Level Expectations:

(Reading, develop and apply skills and strategies to the reading process, phonics, grade K.)
Description: 

1. Introduce “K,” bring items out of bag ask what they have in common they all start with the letter “K.”

2. Hand out “K” worksheet, explain what to do and how to draw a “K.”
3. Hand out kites after they’re done with the “K” worksheet have them cut it out and decorate them, and then help tape the ribbon on the back or you can use yarn or string.
4. After they are done with their kites have them get in a circle and go over what they have learned. Ask them questions like, “What letter did you learn today?” and “What words start with the letter K?”
Assessment: Students were evaluated in a circle time discussion going around and asking them what letter they learned and what words start with it.
Learning Accommodations: If a child is unable to sit still and stay in his/her seat during the small group, I would direct the student back to their seat and involve him/her in what I’m doing.

If I had a child who refused to participate, and wasn’t interfering with anyone else I would finish explaining what to do to the class, then come back and teach with him/her again.
