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Identify Concerns 
After high school I plan on going to college. I am planning to pursue a career in education, and I have not yet decided what subject I would like to teach. To help me decide, this year I am taking Child Development 1 and 2. I also am completing the Plan and Teach STAR event; I will be going to the elementary school to sit in on a class and observe how the teacher interacts with the children, and what the children do.
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Set a Goal

My goal is to find or create a lesson plan, age appropriate to teach to the class. Then I am going to job shadow and see how the teacher interacts with the students, and how the students respond. Act 

I went to Ms. Joan Mundwiller’s second grade class on December 13, 2010, to job shadow her. We also discussed how to create a lesson plan and examples of skills they are currently working on. On Monday December 20, 2010, I presented my lesson plan to the class. My lesson plan was the subject of math, and focused on adding by tens. I started my presentation with an introduction; I took ten blocks, and I asked the class how many blocks I would have if I added ten more. I did this until all of the students caught on. After all the students had caught on I had them do flashcards with partners. They each did flashcards that were adding by tens, and they had to do all of them until they answered all the flashcards correctly. Follow Up
