Subject Area: Math/Adding by tens

Grade Range: Second Grade

Materials Needed: Connectable cubes, flashcards, and worksheets for the children to work on individually.
National Content Standards:

· Mathematics 1.6 Addition, subtraction, multiplication and division; other number sense, including numeration and estimation. 
G.L.E.: Ma - NO - 1 – 3  - A - 02
(Number and Operations, Understand numbers, ways of representing numbers, relationships among numbers and number systems, Read, write and compare numbers, Grade 2.)
Specific Learner Objectives/Outcomes:

· Using connectable blocks, flashcards, and worksheets, the students will be able to add by tens.
· Students will be able to answer all sums correctly, of numbers added by tens.
Instructional Strategy: Prior knowledge, Lecturing, Discussion, Partner Practice, and Independent Practice.
Process Skills: Students will use their problem solving skills to correctly answer math problems of added by tens. Students will also use communication skills as they work together to practice their addition flashcards.
Description: The teacher explains to the class how to add by tens. Several questions to check for understanding will be asked to the entire class. Then, each student gets with a partner to review their flashcards. For every incorrect flashcard answer, the flashcard has to be repeated until the pair of students has no flashcards left. When finished with learning accommodations, students who appear to be struggling on math flashcards will need extra one-on-one time with the teacher. This extra instruction will be done at the board in a small group of students needing help. Problems and explanations will be reviewed before the students are given the independent practice worksheet. If there isn’t enough time for these students to finish the worksheet in class, it will be homework.
Assessment: Students will be assessed as a class at their understanding and ability to answer questions in lecture. Students will be assessed in pairs on their ability to complete flashcard questions; students are expected to complete flashcards in ten minutes. Lastly students will be assessed on their completion of the individual problem worksheet.
