Subject area: communication arts/ reading/ literature 

Grade range: 2nd grade 

Materials needed: The Umbrella, by Jan Brett, Rainforest Animals, and Writing/drawing paper.

Lesson Goals/Specific learner Objectives: 

-Students will independently create a 5 sentence paragraph showing their understanding of the poem and book. 

-Students will us prior knowledge and reading comprehension to answer questions about the poem and book. 

Instructional Strategy: Using prior knowledge and connections, reading to students, and discussion 

Process Standards: 

-Goal: plan and make oral and visual presentations

Content Standards: 

-Communication Arts 1- speaking and writing Standard English including grammar usage, punctuation and spelling
-Communication Arts 2- reading and evaluating fiction poems

Time allowance: reading the poem and the book will take about 15-20 minutes, and writing the paragraph and drawing the picture will take about 30 minutes

Description- in this lesson the students will read a poem as a class and then they will answer three questions about it. Students will be assessed by their ability to comprehend the story and create a summary, Following the questions I will read the class a short story and then they will write a five sentence paragraph about the story after completing their paragraph the students will draw a picture about what they wrote.
